Subject(s) Area: Language Arts: Author’s Purpose

Materials Needed: White Board, Created poster,

Standards:

RL.7 Explain how specific aspects of a text's illustrations contribute to what is conveyed by the words in a story (e.g., create mood, emphasize aspects of a character or setting). 

Objectives:

Understand how to distinguish what an author is portraying in his/her writing.

Learning Activities:

Mini Lesson: 20 minutes
Students and Teacher will review Author’s Purpose: P.I.E. with guidance from Teacher’s anchor chart. Students will try and think of examples of each, persuasive, informative, and entertainment.

Teacher will present to the class a definition of each and some examples off which the students can work.

As a class, read New York City and work with the students to decipher if the story is persuasive, informative, or entertaining.
Assessment: 

Students will have the opportunity to journal throughout the week during “Daily Choice” with three options. Option 1: “Write a persuasive journal about why we should like your favorite food.”  Option 2: “Write an informative journal about your family.” Option 3: “Write an entertaining journal about an adventure of some kind.” 

Option 1 will be an enrichment journaling. Students will have the opportunity to expand their writing by using persuasive words and expressions. 

Students who need accommodation can orally express facts about their family as their informative journal or tell a story one on one to the teacher.
