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Grade Level: 3rd
Subject(s) Area: Conjunctions

Materials Needed: Powerpoint and Worksheet

Standards:

L.1 Demonstrate command of the conventions of standard English grammar and usage when writing or speaking.

h. Use coordinating and subordinating conjunctions.

Objectives:

Students will understand how to use the first three coordinating conjunctions: and, but, and or.

Learning Activities:

Mini Lesson: 10 minutes long
Students will follow along the conjunctions powerpoint created by the Teacher and will respond with examples and uses of their own.  

Teacher will wrap up the powerpoint with a review of what a conjunction is and how they are used.

Assessment:

During the week, as a Daily Choice, students will complete the Conjunctions worksheet to show comprehension of conjunction uses.

Students who need enrichment will be given the choice to write their spelling word sentences with conjunctions and make compound sentences.

Students who need accommodation will be given time to work with the teacher one on one to orally go through the sentences on which conjunction makes sense in the sentence.

Reflection:

This lesson was a great lesson for the students. The majority gained an understanding after just the first review of conjunctions and completed the worksheet provided. The students remembered the video provided in the power point, and this helped them complete the worksheet. This lesson could have used a 15 minute time slot instead of 10 but overall was exercised well. 
If I were to repeat this lesson, I would change the timing and practice for a few extra minutes with the students. I would also change how I would review subordinating and coordinating conjunctions. The students understood this concept, but for those needing accommodations, I would like to present this information in more ways than just through the powerpoint.
