Subject(s) Area: Language Arts: Author’s Purpose

Materials Needed: White Board, Created poster, and textbooks

Standards:

Objectives:

Understand how to distinguish what an author is portraying in his/her writing.

Learning Activities:

Mini Lesson: 20 minutes (Day 2)
Students and Teacher will review Author’s Purpose: P.I.E. before moving into the story.

Teacher will read Me and Uncle Romie to the class, stopping throughout to group discuss what is being noticed in the story. 

Read through 10 pages and group discuss the Author’s purpose in the story.

Wrap up with a review of the story and what the class has decided the author’s purpose is so far. 

Assessment: 

The Teacher will be asking questions, working throughout the story. Teacher will assess the students comprehension of the story and the Author’s purpose of writing the story by the responses being given in the group discussion.
