Grade Level: 3rd
Subject(s) Area: Language Arts: Compare and Contrast

Materials Needed: White Board, Reading Street Books, Venn Diagram Activity Sheets

Standards:

RL.9 Compare and contrast the themes, settings, and plots of stories written by the same author about the same or similar characters (e.g., in books from a series). 

RI.8 Describe the logical connection between particular sentences and paragraphs in a text (e.g., comparison, cause/effect, first/second/third in a sequence). 

Objectives:

Students will complete a Penn diagram and show they know how to to compare and contrast important aspects of a story.

Learning Activities:

Mini Lesson: 20 minutes long
Students will review the compare and contrast topic from the day before. They will explain the concept of comparing and the concept of contrasting. Students will then review their key words for both out-loud with the teacher.  

Students will listen and follow along to the end of “Suki’s Kimono”. Throughout the story, teacher will pause the recording and find the comparing and contrasting characteristics of Suki, the main character, versus themselves. Students will create a Venn diagram on their individual Venn diagrams. As a class we will fill out the Venn diagram together and make connections between the story and our own lives. 
Assessment:

Students will partner read “The Boxed Lunch” and compare and contrast using a Penn diagram provided to them. The teacher will walk around and see if students are filling out the Penn diagram and making connections between the story and the lunch they had at school that day. They will use the list of compare and contrast key words together with the Venn diagram to write a three sentences comparing and contrasting other characteristics of the lunch in the story and their own. Teacher will look for students manipulating the key terms discussed in class to work in their own comparisons and contrasts.
Students who need accommodation can take extra time during their “Daily Choice” to finish up what they do not finish with the partner. Teacher will help keep the attention on the important aspects of the story. 

Students who need enrichment can choose to write five sentences and take a deeper look at the differences in the lunch in “The Boxed Lunch” against their own.
